The court observed. that the assailants forcibly dragged the deceased Mahesh
from the house where he was taking shelter on account of the fear of the accused and
took him away at about 2:30 in the night. Next day in the morning his mangled body
was found lying in the hospital. The accused had not given any explanation as to
what happened to Mahesh after he was abducted by them. The learned Session
Judge after referring to the law on circumstantial evidence had observed that there
was a missing link in the chain of evidence after the deceased was last seen together
with the accused persons and the discovery of the dead body in the hospital and had
concluded that the procecutor failed to establish the charge of murder against the
accused persons beyond any reasonable doubt. Hence, this court finds that the guilt
is not found and the accused acquitted as per the evidence produced before this

court. This Hon’ble court has allowed this appeal.
