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IRON MAN OF INDIA

- Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel is a renowned name in Indian Politics. Alawyer'and a political
activist, he played a vital role during the Indian independence movement. After independence,
he took a Himalayan task of integrating over five hundred princely states into the Indian
Union. His political image and mission were greatly shaped by Mahatma Gandhi. He was
deeply influenced by Gandhi’s 1dology and principles. He never aspired to bag power or
authority. Once he withdrew his candidature from congress president’s election on the
request of Gandhi. He was the first Home Mlmster and 'the deputy Prime Minister of
Independent India. Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel’s ceaseless efforts towards the consolidation of
the country earned him the title “Iron Man of India”.
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Patel’s early days were cradled in poverty. He began his early education in Gujarathi
medium. Then he was shifted to an English medium school. He was very much interested in
law and completed his barister degree with a commendable grade. The British government
offered him many lucrative posts. He rejected all and became the staunch opponent of British
Raj in India.

In 1918, he led a massive “No Tax Campaign” that urged the farmers not to pay tax to the
British government. The imperialistic government resorted to repressive measures. As a
result, the government seized the lands of the farmers. Then, Patel held several diplomatic
talks with the government and forced then return the lands to the farmers.
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
